
385 Rusty states he has asked the legal department to guide. In our revised Cultural Code under Section II, 
386 part 5, protect cultural materials for further generations to include in the language. Elders to designate 
387 those cultural materials. Western Heritage did not go through the proper protocol. 
388 
389 Leann states Dan and she researched the injunction portion. With regards to the injunction, because the 
390 Western Heritage Center is located off the reservation, it will have to be forwarded to the State District 
391 Court. Jonathan comments. He states we discussed this within the last few weeks and there are some 
392 items of discussion, which raised concerns. On December 31 st, basically with agreement signed it is a 
393 done deal. In that part is any and all information for copyright. Ifwe as a tribe, if we want to carry on 
394 our o\\'n traditions, we would have to go to Western Heritage Center to tell our young ones these things. 
395 Western Heritage Center has the ability to interpret our culture the way they want. One of the things 
396 brought to our attention was a pipe that was on display, and one of the participants stated it wasn't even 
397 a Cree pipe. This is a very touchy issue for our community. We got to the point of an issue, which 
398 defeats the whole purpose of buying our own cultural from a whole different entity. Ifwe continue to 
399 support some of the documentation, at least we will have people on board to make decisions on our 
400 information. We need to take a look at our Constitution, which states, it is our responsibility to release 
401 what is out there, not the college. 
402 
403 Kelly states, when this project was first started, he was reluctant for the educational part to benefit our 
404 children in our community. He is suggesting running it through a court process ASAP, no matter what 
405 court we have to go through. Whatever steps needed to be taken, need to take them now. 
406 
407 Kenny states, we all know why we are here, this is our way and not for people outside. We are selling 
408 our culture; we are lucky to have what we have as a Chippewa Cree Tribe. A lot of tribes don't have 
409 these types of things; they adopt the way they see fit. Another thing in Rocky Boy, we don't work 
410 together as it was done in the past. We bicker and fight. If this is going out to Russia or Germany, this 
411 is not right and whatever it takes to put a hold on Western Heritage, then it should be done. 
412 
413 Chairman Houle recommending, whatever we have to take to get an injunction. Rusty states, we tried 
414 contacting Western Heritage Center, no contact back. 
415 
416 Motion by Jonathan Windy Boy to put an injunction and immediate gag order against 
417 Yellowstone Western Heritage Center for the protection of the Chippewa Cree Tribe's cultural 
418 information slated to be released on December 31, 2008. Seconded by Donovan Stump with a 
419 comment by Brian "Kelly" Eagleman. He states, it is no negative reflection on the Cultural 
420 Committee. The Yellowstone Heritage Center sold to the college the way it is. Vidal Stump 
421 comments. He states, he has participated from day one and the elders state they didn't 
422 understand what they were agreeing too. All the information should be requested back for our 
423 own people. Don Meyers comments. He states, he is glad that we have people who can stand up 
424 for our tribe and the Resolution passed today lets us practice our ways for our children and 
425 grandchildren. Question called for. All in favor, motion carried. (6) Yes - (0) No.

435 Jonathan comments on the ONI organizational chart. He states, there is a portion on the ONI project 
436 where there is going to be some decisions that need to be made and he would like to recommend that 
437 four (4) board members serve on the board of directors.

439 Motion by Jonathan Windy Boy for an interim board to serve on the Ojibwa Neiyahw Initiative 
440 Grant Project Board of Directors as follows, Harlan Baker, Russell "Rusty" Gopher, Jonathan 
441 Windy Boy, and Richard "Rick" Morsette. Seconded by Brian "Kelly" Eagleman. Call for 
442 comment or question. All in favor, motion carried. (6) Yes - (0) No.

444 Former Senior Citizen Building 
445 
446 Kelly states there is a request from the community to utilize the former Senior Citizens building. 
447 Chairman Houle sates, anybody that wanted to utilize the building will need to get with Richard 
448 Sangrey. The building has been assigned to the Events Committee which he believes there will be some 
449 consistency for upkeep.

453 Janice presents contract for Lorena The Boy and Nicole Lamere. She states, both individuals have been 
454 doing a great job and are needed.

457 Chippewa Cree Tribe and Lorena The Boy and Nicole Lamere as Accounting Technicians. 
458 Seconded by Jonathan Windy Boy. Call for comment or question. All in favor, motion carried.

461 Jonathan states during the discussion phase, there was some basic language that needed to be inserted 
462 for all contracts. Richard states, last time the directors developed their contracts, it go away from what 
463 we requested. Rusty states, there some issues with program compliance. They were doing last minute 
464 things and they need to stay on top of program objectives.

466 Motion by Jonathan Windy Boy to approve the Professional Services Employment Agreement for 
467 the Chippewa Cree Tribe as a template for all directors of the Chippewa Cree Tribe. Seconded by 
468 Brian "Kelly" Eagleman.
