392 held that he states he attended with Fort Belknap and Fort Peck, which will be followed up. Right now, 
393 although the Governor had appropriated $4 million for the water projects, we don't know where the 
394 stimulus package plan is going. There will not be any movement on that until February. There was a 
395 fellow by the name of Roger Voyt, it sounds like there are going to be some retroactive measures on the 
396 rule making process at the Governor's office. We could keep the staff and council posted. Tony will 
397 also update staff and council.

399 Ojibwa Neiyahw Initiative (ONI)/cultural Resources Department Organizational Chart:

401 Kelly comments. He states a while back we discussed tribal grants and how we access those grants 
402 through the State of Montana. An example, TANF as well as other programs, we up front the costs, and 
403 there is hope that legislation would be an Act to the State so we can access the funding upfront. Jake 
404 states TANF is in the process of doing that. The majority of our programs are under HHS and Anna 
405 Whiting-Sorrel is directing that office now. Part of the discussion was to look at an AFA. Jonathan 
406 states, a quarter of payment is what is being looked at. Overall grants period, Jonathan states, that's part 
407 of the responsibility of the State is what is told when we go to DC.
