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Kenny Writing Bird requesting to comment. He states, in our traditions and culture, which is in the
tribal constitution for other people to respect our Indian way of life and beliefs, other people shouldn’t
criticize our way of belief. He states this over and over and had always defended our ways. There are
times people don’t respect our ways, he doesn’t want to mention names at this time. He states, we
should at least get their respect not to criticize. After all that is why we are in Rocky Boy is to practice
our traditions and cultural ways. One young gentleman who made a comment about our Sundance and
stated we are doing things wrong here, that is going to far. He states, he doesn’t criticize our way, our
way is the traditional way and it will always be that way. There are a lot of people who are traditional.
He suggests informing the churches and directors; let them know of our traditional ways in Rocky Boy.

LLOYD TOPSKY:

Lloyd states, he has a letter of request to preservation in relationship to our Chippewa Cree history. He
states we have a long list of history for different individuals who have contributed to our ways here.
Preservation is important to many tribes and it is important in our tribe. He is requesting to acquire an
archival space and make tribute to the past individuals and others how have continued to contribute to
our most important ethno anthropological entity of oral preservation of the Chippewa and Cree tribes.

Lloyd requests the tribal council to preserve a wall to put all these names on; we don’t have anything
like that. We see things preserved, such as Charlie Russell.

Chairman Parker was notified that a planning grant for a museum had been submitted. We don’t have a
problem of dedicating or trying to build a building specifically for acknowledgement of everything and
those who contributed, yet there are a lot of others that contributed to our cultural history where we are
at today. Alvin Windy Boy states, we have 13 boxes of information at the CRD building and 9 boxes of
information stored at the Water Resources building, and states, this has been in process for the past 3
years. He has 3 guys working, Videl Stump, Duncan Standing Rock, and Charles Gopher. They are a
little apprehensive of building a museum. We started with the thought of a museum, then you get in the
past tense and to them is more appropriate is to archive. A lot of history is archived, not only
documents, but also 3 or 400 old photos people that Lloyd had mentioned. Stories are documented and
for a couple of days, we talked with 200 children on the highlights of tribal history. He states, Lloyd is
correct we do need a facility. We have a repository with BLM in Billings, University of Montana, and
archives in other areas.

Daryl Wright comments. He states, he agrees with the principles that have been discussed, but we need
to go a lot further. When we talk about preservation or our culture and traditions, we need to go a lot
further than we have gone. He states he had watched people sit there and negotiate for dollars to go and
talk to our children. We need to bring the whole concept of what an elder’s role is in a traditional
society, and that is to teach our younger generation. He states, what we need to start having this winter
is stories are being told. A message should go out to ail of our community with some elders present and
discuss some aspect of our culture, maybe stories, maybe how to live your life, maybe how to follow
protocol if you want more information, and how to approach these people. So many people are not
aware of these things. You could put the traditional people, the ones that speak the language and follow
the culture, and if we had our whole tribe in one area, they would only fill a small corner. We have so
many lost ones out there searching for knowledge, but they don’t know how to approach these people
and maybe there is some animosity that we are not aware of. These are the types of things that need to
happen. Tribal council needs to be directing our school systems to begin incorporating more history,
culture and language in the schools because they have taken over the role of extended family member
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who traditionally taught our children. He states, he has gone in to the Box Elder schools, and he felt
proud of being an Indian person, and wonders how the children feel. They feel real good about being
themselves, and that plays an interest to a higher academic success, for Box Elder Schools it is overall
students. He states, he had walked through Rocky Boy Schools, you don’t get that same feeling. They
are giving Reading half the day, they are not following the State Law, education for all in bringing
history, cultural and language into the classroom. We are at the brink of loss of language, culture and
traditions. It took 500 years for the whiteman to bring us there; it may take another 100 years to regain
some of these ways. The way it is going to begin if the elders, fulfill their obligations, not just because
of this, because of an elder’s obligation within our tribe. When he views this happening, taking a child
aside like many of them when he was young, because he had listened to their stories. If they can do that
then they become a tribal elder in his sense, because that is the role and responsibility of an elder. We
have winter coming up and that is the time when we need to implement these types of traditions.

Joseph Lafromboise, Jr. leaves the meeting @ 11:44 a.m.

Kelly Eagleman comments. He states, he totally applauds the effort that is brought forth. He states, on
Wednesday we had a presentation by Melody McCoy, who is our attorney on the Pembina claim. Not
knowing any history on how the claims come about or how the people come about. This type of
information needs to be written. There is a lot of oral history behind it; he is unaware of where this
originated or what part of the area. This is just an example of what we missed out on as we grew up. He
totally applauds on how we get from point A to Z. He would hope when they hold the directors
meeting, they would kick this around and come back with a recommendation as well as the efforts
discussed.

Chairman Parker states, he will get the information to Lloyd once clarification is done on the planning
grant for the museum, which may be something Lloyd would like to be involved in. Jonathan
comments. He states, he could work with Lloyd and the Tribal Preservation Office. Chairman Parker
suggests the log building at Stone Child College. The whole intention on building that building was for
tribal archives and museum. If we could work with the college, designate that building as the area.
Lloyd states, it is important that we begin ASAP.

TRIBAL HISTORIC PRESERVATION OFFICER — ALVIN WINDY BOY, SR.:

Resolutions:

Alvin states, he traveled to Helena on Monday for some pass through dollars through the Tribal Historic
Preservation Office, to hold a workshop, and he is looking at Stone Child College if they could provide
the space. The intention is the Office of Tribal Historic Preservation would like to bring in all the Tribal
Historic Preservation Officer’s in the State of Montana, as well as the BIA being involved. It will be a
four (4) day workshop and would like to get the other entities to participate. The plan would be, we
have six (6) unmarked graves, we know where they are at and the University Montana will be on site,
and we are going to show how we do our archiving on sacred sites. Chairman Parker requesting Alvin
attends the Directors meeting on Friday and present a short presentation.

Chairman Parker comments. He states, we need to work on a fee schedule to help subsidize this
position. For example, say we are going to build 20 homes, that should be part of the bill housing has to
pay. We pay the A&E, we pay the EA, and in this case we have to start paying for the cultural
assessment. We need to develop a fee schedule with whomever it may be and whatever activity that is
going on out there. This was his concern, and knows that the TPO worked with several individuals, and
it is the tribe’s responsibility to subsidize to pay these people. Bruce is on the same page, whether it is
Housing, Water Resources or Construction Corporation or whomever they have to pay. Jonathan states,
this was part of the discussion yesterday. Alvin Windy Boy states, we are creating an alternative
solution to this to identify each entity, Natural Resources, Housing, etc.

HUNTING LICENSE — JONATHAN WINDY BOY:

Jonathan comments. He states, in the past there have been a few non-members married into the tribe
afforded hunting license because they can’t get employment, etc. The thought was to provide some type
of means to help support local enrolled members, and states it is not fair for the others who don’t receive
that. He would like to motion to authorize tribal members who are married off to authorize spouses
hunting license.

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recommending at the directors meeting, have the directors come up with some State issues they may
have. Larry Morsette, Jr. will follow-up with the directors.

COMPLIANCE REPORT — NEAL ROSETTE:

Neal states, Joe Lafromboise, Budget Chairman, Billianne Morsette, Janice Myers and finance staff have
been meeting the on overali budgets. We one more program to go, we went through every single budget
for the tribe. There is some work that needs to be done as far as draws, restructuring budgets, but all in
all, we are very close to being balance by September 30, 2009. He states, we contracted with lan Windy
Boy on the database and on September 7, 2009 will be the first test on the database. He will inform the
directors if they want to participate on the database.

Chairman Parker recommending Neal Rosette and Billianne Morsette attend directors meeting providing
a report what come out of the budget committee. He recommends emphasizing for directors to sit down

with their finance manager monthly.

Kelly states, not only that, but the intent
previous years, for an example, his late sister’s husband Vernon had always done the hunting. We all
know who resides here. Chairman Parker states, it was a non-tribal member would use the wife’s
hunting tag. The tag would be issued to the husband to kill the animal for the family, now it has
changed. It could be an issue, and he believes it should be by an application process, and let the Fish &
Game decide.

Jonathan is recommending referring non-tribal hunting license issue back to the Natural

Resources to make that definition. Richard recommends Elinor Nault and Leanne Montes, Esq.
research an amendment to our Fish & Game Code to legalize in the case it becomes a court issue.
